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 The satire above is based on the story of 
how Elijah, the prophet of God, challenged 
the prophets of Baal to a competition of 
sorts, to see whose God was the real God. 
Betcha can’t guess who won. In order to fi nd 
out who won, and to read the rest of this 
great story, open your Bible (Gasp! How many 
layers of dust are on your Bible? Or do you 
even have one?). . . as I was saying, open your 
Bible (we have some very low price Bibles if 
you need one.) . . . as I was saying – and quit 

interrupting, Linda -- open your Bible to 
1 Kings  18:17- 40 and read the whole story. 
It’s a great story! Not fi ction. History.
 Then you can read the Babylon Bee satire 
and you’ll understand their version of the sto-
ry much better.
 Now, we know that the Old Testament 
has many stories like this one, and generally 
the attitude toward them is to dismiss them 
as fables, stories with a point but no basis 
in facts. But if you’re paying attention, you 
also know that as the science of archaeolo-
gy advances, the archaeological fi nds keep 
supporting the Bible stories.
 In recent decades, in Jerusalem, under a 
parking lot, they have excavated a large area 
that has been identifi ed to be King David’s 
palace. When the Muslims illegally built an 
underground Mosque under the Temple 
Mount, they used heavy construction equip-
ment and dumped the dirt into a landfi ll in 
the nearby ravine. So the Israelis have been 
sifting that discarded soil for more than a de-
cade and have found a number of important 
artifacts bearing names of offi cials that can 
be found in the Bible.
 Moral of that story: pick up your Bible, dust 
it off, or buy one if you have to, and get to 
readin’. Read some Old Testament and some 
New Testament together. If you read straight 
through, you risk bogging down in some of 
the dry parts of the Old Testament. Read it 
with others and share with each other your 
response to the reading. 
 We know the time is coming SOON when 
the world turns much darker and there will 
be much trouble for everyone. Some Bible 
teachers say that if you’re a Believer and 
Follower of God, you’ll be removed from the 
world before that happens. I hope they are 
right. Others deny that possibility and say 
we’ll all experience the Trouble, and if they 
are right, we will each need God’s Holy Spirit 
in us to help us through the hard time.
 A couple of other neat stories from the 
Old Testament: the Book of Ruth and the 
Book of Esther. Great stories! Read them 
and get your juices fl owing, and then read
